As I wish you all a very Happy New Year, it also marks the time of year for us to prepare for our 
Annual Ministry Appeal, One Family In Mission.  The plan and procedure for the appeal will 
remain the same this year as it has been in the past. My intention, with your help, is to continue 
to encourage more parishioners in each parish to participate in our ministry appeal.  It is impor-
tant to emphasize that all gifts, regardless of size, make a difference.  Your personal participa-
tion would be a great place to start.
